Electrodermal Screening Report with the AMwand

General Description

The wand is manufactured by Amega Global and infused with the energy field referred to as Zero
Point Energy. This is accomplished through a proprietary process in a vacuum chamber over a period
of twenty-one days of infusing the field into quartz crystals using AMized Fusion Technology.

Practitioner and Equipment used in Evaluation of AMwand

Avatar, manufactured by the Veradyne Corporation, is a state-of-the-art, non-invasive energy
assessment tool that measures the energetic health status of organs and systems using biofeedback.
By testing the acupuncture points or 'meridians' with the Avatar, we are able to determine which
organs or systems are affected by electrical imbalance and then, with homeostasis as our goal, take
steps to correct them.

The practitioner has over twelve years of experience with the Avatar system, doing energetic
assessments and working with naturopathic doctors and biological dentists.

Subjects Tested with Witnesses Present

Each of our two subjects was tested before and after exposure to the AMwand, with a fifteen minute
treatment between readings.

Subject One (L) was a good candidate for this test. She has an existing heart condition known as

Hypertrophic Cardiomyopathy that creates circulation issues and reduced lung capacity. As a result of
the progression of this disease she has had two mini-strokes.

Most notable and significant was the biofeedback response time. An average person would have a
response time of two to three seconds. In this subject's case, the display time was closer to eight
seconds, thus indicating lazy or slow energy flow in the meridians.

After wanding for 15 minutes, the response time was reduced to 2-3 seconds and a noticeable shift
occurred in the ability of meridians to hold their energetic value. Improvement was also noted in the
meridians. With “50” as a normal balanced reading, low readings were raised and high readings were
lowered, showing closer to normal results.

It appears that the energy in the meridians was beneficially influenced by the wanding procedure.

Subject Two (E) is paralyzed on his right side due to a stroke some four years ago. Initially he was
clearly confused and not calm, a little agitated and understandably hesitant to participate.

As with Subject One, the response time was slow, taking at least five seconds to respond on the
screen. He had very low energetic readings in his nervous, endocrine, circulation and large intestinal
systems.

After wanding for fifteen minutes his energy response time shortened to two to three seconds. A
significant change occurred as levels rose from 2 to 18 points and the subject’s demeanour changed to
being playful and adventuresome. He clearly felt tingling sensations in his right foot and right arm when
touched. All withesses noted the various changes.
